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For the admission in B Ed 2026-2028 session counselling process will be held online in the below
given rounds for only those candidates who have been allotted a rank in the U.P. B.Ed., J.E.E. 2026-
27
First Round: Main Counselling
Phase 1: From State Rank 1 to State Rank to 150000
Phase 2 : From State Rank 150001 to Last State Rank and all candidate not participated in
Round 1 Phase 1 */**
* All such candidates who have not participated in First Round Phase 1 of counselling can
participte by registering themselves for Second Round of counselling.
** All such candidates those who have not allotted seats in First Round 1 Phase 1 can
directly go for choice filling.
Second Round: Pool Counseliing (for all state rank holders)
All such candidates who have not participated or not allotted seats in Phase 1 and Phase 2 of
First Round or not confirmed his or her seat after seat allotment in Round 1in the given time
can participate in Pool Counselling.
Third Round: Direct Admissions (for all state rank holders)
Fourth Round: Direct Admission on Minority Seats
1. Important Instructions

1.1 Candidates who have been allotted a rank in the U.P. B.Ed., J.E.E. 2026-27 merit list are
eligible to participate in counselling.

1.2 It is mandatory for those candidates who have appeared in eligibility qualifying examination
in 2026 have to upload their scanned copy of mark sheets of qualifying examination at the
time of counselling registration.

1.3 It is highly adviced to the candidate to use their own or parents’ details like mobile, email
and bank accounts.

1.4 Candidates are advised to give maximum choices to avoid rejection in allotment.

1.5 No advance fee will be refunded if candidate has been allotted a seat.

2. The following documents would be required for registration for Counselling.

2.1 Bank Account Details for refund of fees.

2.2 The account should be in the name of the Candidate or his/her Father or Mother only.
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2.3 In case the candidate is not allotted a seat in first and second round, the advance institute
fee paid and full institute fee paid in pool counselling would be refunded into this account
only.

2.4 Candidates are advised not to submit their Jandhan Account details for fee refund as due to
the credit limit refunds to such accounts will not be possible.

3. It is mandatory for those candidates who have appeared in eligibility qualifying examination
in
2026 have to upload their qualifying examination mark sheet at the time of
counsellingregistration. For this they would require a scanned copy of mark sheet of
gualifying examination inase appearing in 2026.
4. First Round
4.1 Registration :- At first candidate has to do registration for participation in counselling.
4.1.1 Candidates have to login using their login detail.
4.1.2 Counselling fee and Advance Institute fee payment
4.1.3 Candidates who have completed registration process have to pay Rs. 5850/- (Rs.
850/- as counselling free and Rs. 5000/- as advance institute fee) through online
modes (Net Banking, Debit Card, Credit Card and UPI ) only.
4.1.4 In case the candidate is not allotted a seat the advance institute fee of Rs. 5000/-
would be refunded into the account details provided by them.
4.1.5 |If the candidate is allotted a seat and he/she does not confirm it, the advance
institute fee of Rs. 5000/- will not be refunded. If the candidate is failed to clear the
eligibility qualifying examination and the seat is allotted to them, then in such a case

all the fees except the registration fee (Rs. 850/- only) will be refunded to them.
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4.1.6 If candidate is allotted seat and he/she confirms it his amount will be adjusted in the
institute fee.

4.1.7 If the advance institute fee is more than the fee of the allotted institute the excess
amount will be refunded.

Note: The counselling fee of Rs. 850 is non refundable.
4.2 Choice Filling:- Only registered candidates will be able to fill the choices.

4.2.1 Before choice filling the candidates have to verify the details.

4.2.2 For choice in Sanskrit B.Ed. Institute, Candidate has to select ‘Yes’ if the candidate
has Sanskrit in their all three (3) years of graduation.

4.2.3 Option to correct their gender in case it is incorrect. By default this is set on the
option they have filled in the online application form.

4.2.4 Candidates registered for counselling have to fill their choices according to their
preferences.

4.2.5 Candidates can give as many choices as they want.

4.2.6 Candidates are advised to give maximum choices to avoid rejection in allotment.

4.2.7 Choices can be previewed and rearranged any number of times till final submission.

4.2.8 Choice can be filled in multiple sessions. There is option to save these choices before
logging out. Data not saved will be lost.

4.2.9 The choices filled by the candidates are final and cannot be changed once locked.
Thus in their own interest, candidates must fill in a sufficiently large number of
choices of institute in required order of preference.

4.2.10 If a candidate has submitted the choices but not locked till the last date of choice
filling is over, it will automatically be locked before seat allotment.

4.3 College Allotment

4.3.1 Institute allotment will be done strictly on the basis of state rank of the candidate as

well as Institutes they have selected in order of preference during counselling.

4.3.2 State reservation policy will be followed for Aided and Government Institutes only.

4.3.3 Seat allotment result will be available on candidate’s login only and no where else.

4.3.4 EWS reservation will be followed in Aided, Government and Self Financing Institutes.

4.4 Provisional Allotment cum Confirmation letter downloads.
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4.4.1 Candidates who have been alloted college will have to click on ACCEPT button before
downloading the Provisional Allotment cum Confirmation letter.

4.4.2 In case the institute fee is more than the advance institute fee, the candidates will
have to pay the balance amount online within a given date.

4.4.3 In case the institute fee is less than the advance institute fee they can download this
Provisional Allotment cum Confirmation letter. The excess fee amount would be
refunded to the candidate.

4.4.4 SC, ST & EWS candidates will have to pay the remaining amount of balance fee if the
institute fee is more than the advance institute fee.

4.5 Report to allotted institute -
4.5.1 The candidate has to report to allotted institute within a given date with all the original
documents along with provisional allotment cum confirmation letter.
4.5.2 The original documents of the candidates will be physically verified by the Principal of
the allotted institute.
4.5.3 If the documents of candidates are not found valid by the institute authority, his/her
candidature shall be cancelled.

5- Second Round: Pool Counselling

After completion of the first and second round counselling, the vacant seats in institutes are

filled by pool counselling.

Registration

5.2.1 For pool counselling only those candidates are eligible who have not participated in
first round and second round of counselling or those not allotted any college in first
& second round or those who fail to take admission against the allotted college seat.

5.2.2 Those candidates who were allotted seat in first and second round but did not pay
the seat confirmation fee will have to pay full fees i.e. Rs. 52100/- (Rs. 51,250/- as
institute fee and 850/- as Counselling registration fee) if they participate in the pool
counselling (Third Round). The advance institute fee of Rs. 5000/- they have paid in
first round or second round will not be refunded.

5.2.3 Candidates have to login using their credentials.

5.2.4 Upon login they have to fill the details of the bank account.

5.2.5 Candidates appearing in the qualifying examination in 2026 and whose result has
been declared have to enter the marks and upload the scanned copy of their mark
sheet.

Counselling fee and full institute fee payment

5.3.1 Counselling fee is Rs. 850/- which is non refundable. They have to deposit Rs.

51,250/- as full institute fee. This amount will not be refunded if the candidate is allotted a

institute.

Choice Filling:

5.4.1 Before choice filling the candidates have to verify the details.

5.4.2 Option for Sanskrit : Candidate has to select ‘Yes’ if the candidate has Sanskrit in their
all three (3) years of graduation and wants to get admission in Sanskrit institutes.

5.4.3 Option to correct their gender in case it is incorrect. By default this is set on the
option they have filled in the online application form.

5.4.4 Candidates registered for counselling have to fill their choices according to their
preferences.

5.4.5 Candidates can give as many choices as they want.

5.4.6 Candidates are advised to give more choices to avoid rejection in allotment.

5.4.7 Choice can be previewed and rearranged any number of times till final submission.
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5.4.8 Choice can be filled in multiple sessions. There is option to save these choices before
logging out. Data not saved will be lost.
5.4.9 The choices filled by the candidate are final and cannot be changed once locked.

5.6.2 |If any candidate, to whom institute is allotted does not report to institute then the
institute fee of rupees 51,250/- will not be refunded.
5.2.3 If no institute is allotted to a candidate in pool counselling then institute fee of Rs.
51,250/~ will be refunded to his/her bank account whose details are given by the candidate
at the time of counselling registration.
5.7 Report to allotted college
5.7.1 The candidate has to report to allotted institute within a given date with all the
original documents along with allotment cum confirmation letter.
5.7.2 The original documents of the candidates will be physically verified by the Principal
of the allotted institute.
5.7.3 If the documents of candidates are not found valid by the institute authority, his/her
candidature shall be cancelled.

6. Third Round : Direct Admission

6.1 Only those candidates can take part in this round of counselling who have a valid state rank.

6.2 For direct admission candidate has to present in the college.

6.3 Candidates can be admitted to any institute only if seats are vacant in that institute after the
first and pool counselling.

6.4 The following candidates are eligible for direct admission.

6.4.1 Those who have not been admitted to any institute in first counselling.
6.4.2 Those who have not been admitted to any institute in pool counselling.
6.4.3 Those who have not participated in the counselling process.

6.5 The institute will verify the candidate’s details from Bundelkhand University, Jhansi website
and give direct admission to candidates as per the rules.

6.6 Verification of candidate will have to be done by entering the OTP sent to the registered and
alternate mobile numbers of the candidate on the B.Ed. J.E.E.-2026 counselling portal.

6.7 Candidates will have to pay the counselling fee of Rs. 850/- through online mode (Net
Banking, Dabit Card, Credit Card and UPI) only for participating in the direct admission
process.

6.8 Fee will deposit at the institute level.

7. Fourth Round: Direct Admission on Minority Seats

7.1 Minority institutes have the right of admission to minority seats by conducting their own

entrance examination, but often many minority institutes do not conduct their own

examination and complete their admission process by admitting students from the merit list
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of candidates who have appeared in the joint entrance examination. Then they send the list
of admitted students for verification. This process takes a lot of time and labor. To facilitate
the process and the minority institutions, an additional round of counselling is being
proposed.

7.2 Minority institutions have already participated in the regular counselling (Round-1, Round-2,
& Round 3) for their non minority seats (50% seats in the institute).

7.3 This round of counselling will be for minority seats only (remaining 50% seats of institute).
Minority institutions can fill the minority seats through this round of counselling if they
want.

7.4 This round of counselling is not compulsory for the minority institutions. Only those minority
institutions who wish to fill their minority seats through candidates of the merit list of B.Ed.
J.E.E.-2026 need to participate.

7.5 Minority institutes can also carry out their admissions on minority seats by any other process
by fulfilling the conditions of B.Ed. admissions with the consent of the University to which
they are affiliated. In this case the list of admitted students will not be verified by the
Bundelkhand University, Jhansi.

7.6 This round of counselling is done at the institute level. Detailed guidelines for the process to
be adopted by institutes participating in the process will be given soon on the Bundelkhand
University, Jhansi website.

7.7 Admissions in regular seats in institutes with minority status will be done during round-1,
round-2 and round-3 of the counselling process. In round-4 admissions will be carried out on
minority seats only.

7.8 Only those candidates can take part in this round of counselling who possesses a valid state
rank.

7.9 Candidates can be admitted to any institute on minority seats only.

7.10 Only those candidates who have not been admitted in any round of counselling are eligible
to be admitted on minority seats.

7.11The institute will verify the candidate’s details from the Bundelkhand University, Jhansi
website and give direct admission to candidates as per the rules.

7.12Verification of candidate will have to be done by entering the OTP sent to the registered and

alternate mobile numbers of the candidate on the B.Ed. JEE-2026 counselling portal.
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7.13Candidates will have to pay the counselling fee of Rs. 850/- for participating in the admission
process on minority seats.
